Tours are accompanied by
AGO's Education officers, art consultants, caregivers and will include the Art Strollers museum Kkit
where mother and child will get their own sketchbooks and drawing materials. Tours end in an
interactive discussion period, discussions about art and... babies.

Veronika Roux-Vlachova, founder of Art Strollers talks about the learning series and museum
tours:"After searching for interesting art related programs for myself and my son, | realized that
many classes are offered for children yet nothing for the mothers, that is when we decided to
launch this culturally rich program for mothers, the beauty of it is that they can bring their little
ones along and the little ones will benefit from hands-on artistic activities. The fact that the lecture
takes place in artistic environment such as an artist studio, galleries and museums is a great way
to expose the children to a different environment filled with various shapes and colours."

"The AGO launches our museum tour series, our goal with these tours is to make them,
accommodating, friendly and welcoming, to engage discussion and to offer materials where the
mothers, toddlers and children can draw or write. Visiting an art venue with a baby or toddler
presents its challenges, so to make it easy for the mother we have a caregiver who tours with us
and tours are stroller friendly. At the end of the day we want the mother to enjoy and share the
experience of viewing art with their child and other mothers. This is just the start of an exciting
cultural program for mothers in Toronto."
